The Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity Scholarship
Honors the legacy of scholarly and servant leadership to humankind as personified in the collegiate, professional and civic lives of the founders of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity Inc., known as the Jewels, who initiated an African American college fraternal movement on December 4, 1906 by establishing the world’s first intercollegiate Greek-letter fraternal organization for males of African descent on the Cornell University campus in Ithaca, New York. As students, the Jewels distinguished themselves as academic and campus leaders and subsequent to their Cornell studies in their professional and civic endeavors.  The Jewels of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity are:

Jewel Henry Arthur Callis, who became a physician and a founder of the National Medical Association,
Jewel Charles Henry Chapman, who became a professor of agricultural science at Florida Agricultural and Mechanical University in Tallahassee,
Jewel Eugene Kinkle Jones, who became the first Executive Secretary (now President/Chief Executive Officer) of the National Urban League,
Jewel George Biddle Kelly, who became the a civil engineer and 2nd Lieutenant in the U.S. Army,  
Jewel Nathaniel Allison Murray, who became a high school instructor in the District of Columbia,
Jewel Robert Harold Ogle, who became secretary to the United States Senate Committee on Appropriations, and
Jewel Vertner Woodson Tandy, who became the first licensed African American registered architect in the state of New York (architect for Madame C. J. Walker’s Mansion) and first African American to be commissioned an officer in the state of New York National Guard
